- Have all dogs and cats in the home over 6 months of age spayed or neutered, unless there
are verifiable medical reasons for not doing so.

- Have dogs and cats in the home current on rabies vaccinations per city requirements.
- If you rent, you must have the knowledge and consent of your landlord.

- Agree to have a home visit done by one of our volunteers. The volunteer will need to
see the area of the home where the dog will be allowed and also visit with family
members and current pets. Distance is a factor in whether or not the required home visit
can be completed. We are a 100% volunteer run organization. Although we do have
volunteer contacts in many areas, some areas may be difficult for us to locate a volunteer
to conduct the home visit. We will let you know ASAP if your application needs to be
denied due to our inability to find a volunteer to conduct the home visit.

- Be able and willing to spend the time and money necessary to provide training, medical
treatment, and proper care for a pet.

- Pay an adoption fee.

- For Mobile Adoption Drives Only: Applications will be accepted and home visits
completed the day of the adoption drive. However, applicants must wait a full 24 hours
before bringing the dog home and signing the adoption agreement so as to have time to think
about the decision and to allow BDAR staff to thoroughly consider all aspects of the pending
adoption and to check references.
